1. Read Chinua Achebe’s novel Things Fall Apart.

2. Review and/or learn the list of literary schemes and tropes. There will be a quiz on these schemes and tropes the first day of school (10 summative points)

3. Identify 10 of the schemes and tropes from the list in the novel.  EXPLAIN how Achebe makes his point more effective by using the scheme or trope.  See sample from The Scarlet Letter below.  (40 summative points)
	 “The door of the jail being flung open from within, there appeared, in the first place, like a black shadow emerging into the sunshine, the grim and grisly presence of the town-beadle, with a sword by his side and his staff of office in his hand.” (Hawthorne 43)  SIMILE
	Hawthorne’s comparison of the town official to a “black shadow emerging into the sunshine” paints a clear picture of the seriousness of the issue before the town. Because adultery was such a shameful act, the town officer had to condemn Hester with a very harsh punishment. The dark shadow represents the dark sin committed and the even darker punishment that Hester is to receive.
